Volunteering in a Nutshell

Where to Volunteer?  

Have small children? Age Group Parent, Tear-Down, or Hospitality which allow the you to be around for your children. 

Time Crunched? Tear-Down, Hospitality, or Concession. Enjoy jobs with shorter shifts. 

Behind-the-Scenes? Equipment Manager, Spot Check, Tear-down, Ribbons, and Scoring.

Middle-of-the-Action? Timer, Scorer, Ready Bench, Stroke Judge, Time Card Runner.

Volunteering for All Meets:  

Age Group Parents (Recommend 2 parents per group up to age 12) - Keep an eye on the kiddos in your group.  Follow the heat sheet and help get kids to the ready bench.  New parents will be paired with a “veteran” to learn the ropes.

Timers - Sit at the end of the pool with a timer in your hand and press “start” and “stop.”  The head timer will arrange for breaks on your request.

Scorers - Sit near computer (in shade) and follow simple instructions for scoring time cards.

Ready Bench - Help get swimmers in place on the ready bench according to their heat numbers and lanes.  “Veteran” ready bench volunteer will coordinate for you.

Stroke Judges - Paired with a judge from the opposing team, stand poolside and watch for infractions.  **Requires some training, but very interesting job.  Great for parents to learn details to help children improve their strokes

DQ or Time Card Runners - Pick up cards held up by the stroke judge or timers (depending on your assignment) and take to the computer table.  

Hospitality - Periodically circulate with cups of water for volunteers.
Ribbons - Sit near computer (in shade) and put time stickers on award ribbons.

Equipment Manager –Make sure all team equipment is working properly and replace missing, broken or needed equipment with Board approval. Coordinate tent transport for away meets.

Volunteering Opportunities for Home Meets

Tear-Down- Take down tents and general disassembly after home meets.
Concession - You know the drill . . . Sell sugar-loaded items to kids and burgers to parents in two hour shifts.  Breaks are allowed to watch your swimmer in the water.

Spot Check Crew - Check bathrooms every 30 minutes throughout home meets for paper supplies, overflowing trash cans and general appeal. A professional has been hired for cleanings before and after the meets.  

Donations of Time and Resources (These do not count as Volunteer Time)

Friday Night Set Up - Set up for home meets

Friday Age Group Snack - Sign up to bring snack

Home Meet Soft Drink Donation - Donate soft drinks to be sold at concession stand

Home Meet Baked Goods - Donate baked goods to be sold at concession stand
